Course content and scope:  The course in International Criminal Law examines selected issues and current problems involving the criminal law aspects of international law.  The course looks at the origin and purpose of international criminal law and it examines the duty to prosecute those who commit international crimes.  It also focuses on the application of domestic and international law to the question of jurisdiction over international criminal activities.  The course will further examine the substantive international law as contained in multi-lateral treaties concerning terrorism, war crimes and crimes against humanity.  Lastly, the course will cover the International Criminal Tribunals for Former Yugoslavia and Rwanda and the permanent International Criminal Court.

Attendance:  Class attendance is mandatory.  The role will be taken at the beginning of each class.  If you miss more than 1 class, you will receive an F in the course.

Assignments and final Grade:  There is no final examination for this course.  Your grade will be based on your performance on two in-class group presentations and two individual papers accompanying the presentations.  
Assignment I:  Each group will be assigned a topic on which to prepare a presentation.  The topics will come from the reading assignments as indicated on page 2 of the syllabus.  Your presentation will be the day after the class lecture and discussion on that topic.  Your presentation must be accompanied by a three-page paper on the subject area.  Each group member must write and submit an individual paper and participate in the in-class presentation in order to receive credit for the assignment. The presentation should cover the entire class period.  
Assignment II:  Each group will make an in-class presentation on a topic of your choice in the area of international criminal law, other than the material you presented in the first assignment.  The presentation should be approximately 1 hour long.  The presentation must be accompanied by at least a three-page paper on the topic.  Each group member must write and submit an individual paper and participate in the in-class presentation in order to receive credit for the assignment.

Assignment I is worth 60% of your final grade and assignment II is worth 40%.  Outside research is allowed, but not required.  Presentations should be creative and informative.  Written assignments must be typed, double or 1 ½ spaced (12 point font with one inch margins), and turned in at the end of the class period of your presentation.  Be sure to include your name on your paper.  Papers not received on the day of the presentation will be deducted by 50%.
